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A clerk, T-Low, is working behind the counter at a New York City record store when Ethan, a computer geek, ENTERS.

ETHAN
(sweaky voice)
	Excuse me. Um, do you have any, um, wrapping music?

T-LOW
(looks at him strange)
	Whatcha mean, bro?

ETHAN
Wrapping music. You know, that kind of music with the fast talk?

T-LOW
	Dude, you whack. Don’t know what you talkin’ ‘bout.

ETHAN
Well, my co-worker suggested that I begin to listen to wrapping music because it might make me more, um, “geeto”?

T-LOW
Ghetto yo? You mean ghetto? (calls off stage) Yo, G! Come check out dis sucka! Think he all ghetto and stuff.

G-Cash ENTERS.

G-CASH
	‘Sup bro? Who the suit?

T-LOW
	Hey dog, tell my homie G-Cash what you want.

ETHAN
Um, I would like some wrapping music. You know, like Jay-To-The-Z and the candy guy?

G-CASH
	Whatcha mean “candy guy” bro?

ETHAN
	You know, that guy with the M&M’s??

Both G-Cash and T-Low LAUGH OUT LOUD.

G-CASH
	Yo that’s whack, dude. I gotta jet. Peace, yo. 

G-Cash EXITS.

ETHAN
	Did I say something wrong, sir?

T-LOW
(laughing at him)
Na, na yo. You all good. So you need some rap music, dog?

ETHAN
	Yes. I mean, “yes, dog.”

T-LOW
	And you think rap gonna make you ghetto, yo?

ETHAN
	I think so. I would like to be a gangster.

T-LOW
	Gangsta?

ETHAN
Oh yeah, gangSTA! I have been practicing the speech! Watch: (changes stance) You, doggies! Words to you all! Sentences! What is up, my house-boy! 

T-LOW
Na, na, na, bro. It all starts with a walk. You gotta have a strut, bro. Follow me. C’mon. 

T-Low begins strutting around the stage, teaching Ethan how to walk like a gangsta. 

ETHAN
	Wow. This is interesting. And enjoyable!

T-LOW
(laughing)
Aight, lemme ax you sumthin’. Whatcha do for a job, man?

ETHAN
	Oh, I’m a part of the Geek Squad!

T-LOW
	I know you is, bro. But what you do?

ETHAN
I fix computers and install software and hardware! You should have seen the other day I installed a TS 111 on a GPX 450! I only know THREE people who have ever done that! Can you believe that? 

T-LOW
(sarcastic)
Wow dog. That’s whack...So whatcha want rap music for anyway, yo? You don’t really look like the gangsta type.

ETHAN
Well, I thought that maybe if I listened to wrapping music...

T-LOW
	It’s rap music. RAP music.

ETHAN
RAP music, right. I thought if I started listening to rap music, then I would be cool and if I was cool then people would like me and if people would like me maybe...

T-LOW
	Maybe what?

ETHAN
	Then maybe girls would like me.

T-LOW
Look, dog. You can’t just be a gangsta and get da girls. You gotta have some mojo. 

ETHAN
	Can I buy that here too?

T-LOW
	No, no...listen bro. Why don’t ya just be yourself?

ETHAN
	Oh, I don’t think being myself will be good enough...

Just then Gertrude ENTERS. She is a female version of Ethan.

GERTRUDE
Hi. Do you have any music for kids? Music with candy in it? My little niece loves candy.

T-LOW
	Yeah, I’ll look. (signals to Ethan to approach her)

ETHAN
	Ah, here is a cd by Eminem. Get it?

GERTRUDE
(laughing with a snort)
Oh, ha ha! That’s funny! I never heard of him. That might be good for my little niece.

T-LOW
	I don’t think so...

ETHAN
Yeah, probably not. Listen, do you want to go to the other CD store? They might have different kinds of music.

T-LOW
	Yeah, man. We ain’t got no music for kids.

GERTRUDE
	Oh, okay. What’s your name?

ETHAN
	Ethan. 

GERTRUDE
(snorting as she giggles)
My name is Gertrude. You wanna go by the Apple store too? I heard they have a new processor for the iPhone!


ETHAN
	Sure!

Ethan and Gertrude begin to EXIT. Ethan LOOKS BACK at T-Low.

T-LOW
	Later...Gangsta.

ETHAN
	Later dog!

They EXIT the stage.
