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Jessica is SITTING, TEXTING ON HER PHONE. SHE IS WEARING ONLY ONE SHOE.

BRIAN

Hey, Jessica! How’d you do on the science exam? I think I did well but question #42 was pretty hard and...

JESSICA



Brian, I can’t hang out with you anymore.

BRIAN



Why? What’s the matter??

JESSICA



Well, you’re not in style.

BRIAN



Not in style?? What does that mean??

JESSICA



I mean your shirt, your hair, your shoes...YUCK!

BRIAN



What’s wrong with my shoes?

JESSICA



Well, for one thing, you’re wearing two of them.

BRIAN



What do you mean? I shouldn’t wear shoes?

JESSICA

(stepping back from him)



Do you notice anything different about me?

BRIAN



What? Your hair? Your shirt? Your shoes?

JESSICA

Not shoes, SHOE. Only one. Wearing two shoes is out of style now. It’s like 5 minutes ago.

BRIAN

(takes off one shoe)



Look! I can be in style too! See??
JESSICA

It’s not that easy. You can’t just take off one shoe and be in style. You have to FEEEEL style. You have to BEEEEEE style. Like me! See?

Jessica STRUTS AROUND THE STAGE, SHOWING OFF. Brian IMITATES HER.

BRIAN



I can do that, too! 

The two PRANCE AROUND THE STAGE.

DIANE ENTERS.

DIANE



What is going on here??

BRIAN



We’re in style, Diane! Wanna join us??

DIANE



Ah, no.

BRIAN



Oh, c’mon! Just take one shoe off!

DIANE

What? Walking around with a limp? Getting your toes stepped on in the hallways? Yeah. That’s stylish...

JESSICA

(stopping)

It doesn’t matter, she’ll never be style. Just look at that hair! That shirt! Ewww!!

DIANE



Hey. I like my style. 

JESSICA



Oh yeah! Garbage-Style! That’s really IN!

DIANE

Look. Style doesn’t make you who you are. You can wear anything you want on the outside. It’s what’s inside that counts.

JESSICA



Really. And what’s inside of you, Diane?

DIANE

Inside of me is the confidence to know that outside appearances don’t matter. I know what I am and I’m not. And I’m not someone who thinks that follows a stupid trend and thinks that’s style. Why don’t you think about that the next time you put on your ONE shoe.

Diane EXITS. 
BRIAN



Ah, she doesn’t know anything. Right Jess? Jess??

Jessica is BUSY PUTTING ON HER OTHER SHOE.

BRIAN

(cont’d)



What are you doing?

JESSICA



I’m putting on my other shoe.

BRIAN



Why??

JESSICA

Because it’s not in style anymore. Really, Brian. You’re so like, 5 minutes ago.

Jessica EXITS.

BRIAN

(calling after her)



Wait! Maybe we could take off BOTH shoes!!

Brian FOLLOWS HER OFF STAGE.
