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KAYLEE, a 19 year old VALLEY GIRL from California, is ON HER CELL PHONE when MARY-LOU CORNHUSKER and her daughter LUCY-BELL SIT DOWN NEXT TO HER. Mary-Lou and Lucy-Bell have STRONG SOUTHERN ACCENTS.

KAYLEE

(on her cell phone)

...Like, totally! I mean like I would totally do another commercial, but I’m like more interested in movies and Broadway right now...Yeah. But like, he kinda told me that they might want me in that Broadway play “Beautiful and the Beast,” you know? ...Well, he didn’t actually SAY that, but his office is New York, and I think Broadway was like, near there somewhere...

Lucy-Bell is WHINING, CLUTCHING HER TEDDY BEAR.

LUCY-BELL

(with Southern accent)



Momma! Brutus doesn’t like air-o-planes!

MARY-LOU

(even thicker Southern accent)

Hush up, now Lucy-Bell. Momma ain’t gonna stand for none a that complainin’. We goin’ out to see your Grandpappy, so just hush up.
KAYLEE

(still on cell phone)

...Oh. My. God...Like, reeeeeeeally! Like I’d be caught dead in a Gucci commercial! Ha!...

LUCY-BELL

(overhearing Kaylee)



What’s a Gooochee commercial, Momma?

MARY-LOU

What’d I tell you, Lucy-Bell? Hush up. And I reckon Goochee is a kinda underwears. That girl might be a movie star. She looks like one, don’tchee? You mind your manners, you might gitcha a auto-graffy.

LUCY-BELL

Really?? (to Kaylee) ‘Cuse me, lady? Is you a movie star like they have out in Cali-Forn-Eye-A?? 

KAYLEE

(into phone)

...Jasmine, I gotta go. Like, this girl just recognized me...I don’t know, maybe she saw that commercial...Well, I was in the background for a full 2 ½ seconds, you know! I gotta go. Bye. (hangs up)
LUCY-BELL
Is you? Is you a movie star just like Hanna Minnesota??

MARY-LOU

Hush up, Lucy-Bell! Stop you botherin’ this nice young lady.

KAYLEE

(proudly, smiling)

It’s okay, a lot of people recognize me. Yes, little girl, I am a movie star. 

LUCY-BELL



Whatcher name, lady? Is you Angiolina Brad-Lee?

KAYLEE



No. I’m Kaylee-Leigh Madison.

LUCY-BELL

Kay-Lee-Lee? What kinda name is that? Ain’t never heard-a you.

MARY-LOU

Dontcha be rude, Lucy-Bell! (to Kaylee) Whatcha been starrin’ in, Miss Kaylee? Maybe that’ll make my lil’ daughter recall you.

KAYLEE

Well, I’ve been in like, a THOUSAND movies.

MARY-LOU



Really!?! Whatcha been in??

KAYLEE

Well, I’ve been in, um...um...Oh! I’ve been in “Watch Out, Butterfly” in college. I played the Butterfly...?
Lucy-Bell SHAKES HER HEAD SLOWLY, signaling she hasn’t heard of the movie.

KAYLEE

That was rated PG-13 anyway. But, like I’ve also been in like, SOOOO many commercials. 
LUCY-BELL

Oh! I watch commercials! Whatcha been in? You been in that one with them lil’ GEEK-O’s? Or dem commercials with that dancin’ dine-o-sores??

KAYLEE

(starting to get annoyed)



No. I was in a Dove commercial.

MARY-LOU

(excited)

Was you in a soap commercial?? I just love soap! Every Thursday I get the whole family to take a bath, whether they need one or not.

KAYLEE



Ewww. Thanks for telling me...

LUCY-BELL


I ain’t never seen you in no soap commercial.

KAYLEE



Well, I was in one.

LUCY-BELL



Which one?

KAYLEE



The one when the girl is dancing in the field.
LUCY-BELL

What’s a girl dancin’ in a field in a soap commercial fer?

KAYLEE

She was dancing in a field and singing about the soap, okay??

LUCY-BELL



She takes a shower in the middle of a field?

KAYLEE

Okay, forget it! 
LUCY-BELL

So, you was the girl that was dancin’ in the field singin’ about soap?

KAYLEE



No. 

LUCY-BELL



Was you helpin’ her sing?

KAYLEE



No.

LUCY-BELL



Was you watchin’ her sing?

KAYLEE



No, I wasn’t. I was dancing in the supermarket.

LUCY-BELL



I thought you said it was in a field.

KAYLEE

(growing annoyed)

It was! And then she came to the supermarket to buy the soap!

LUCY-BELL



Whatcha dancin’ in a supermarket for? 

KAYLEE

Because that’s what we had to do, dance in the supermarket! Look, just go wait for your plane, will ya?

MARY-LOU

C’mon now, Lucy-Bell. Ain’t you done botherin’ this hear girl? We gots to wait fer our plane to Cali-Forn-Eye-A.

KAYLEE



YOU’RE going to California, too? Oh, God...

LUCY-BELL

Momma! Brutus is still a-scared of them air-o-planes!

KAYLEE

(disgusted)

Where are you from anyway? 

MARY-LOU

Oh! Weez from Pass-ca-gooo-la, Mississippi. 
LUCY-BELL



My Grandpappy lives in Hallywood.

MARY-LOU

That’s right. Her Grandpappy lives in Hallywood. He’s a Die-rect-or. Is you from Cali-Forn-Eye-A??

KAYLEE

I live in Beverly Hills with my parents. But, I’m probably gonna move out soon. I’m coming back from New York because I did an audition.

MARY-LOU



OH!! Is you gonna be on that Ber-oad-wayyy??
KAYLEE



Yes. Well, maybe. Maybe.

LUCY-BELL



Whatcha audition fer then?

KAYLEE

(almost embarrassed)



Ummm...well, ummm...another soap commercial.

LUCY-BELL



Is you gonna go dancin’ in a supermarket again?

KAYLEE

NO! I don’t wanna talk about it. (starts to cry) Oh, I’ve been trying so hard to break into movies and I just can’t do it! I know I can act like, soooo good but no one gives me a chance!

MARY-LOU

(consoling her)

There, there, Miss Kaylee. Maybe Lucy-Bell’s Grandpappy can help you out in Hallywood.

LUCY-BELL



But, Momma! Brutus wants to go to Beverly Hills!

MARY-LOU



Hush up! Now, Miss Kaylee, is you all right??

KAYLEE

(wiping away tears)



How is your “Grandpappy” gonna help me?

MARY-LOU



He’s a Die-rect-orr out in Hallywood.

LUCY-BELL



Yup. He’s a Die-rect-orr out in Hallywood.

KAYLEE

(stops crying)



YOUR Grandfather is a director?? 

LUCY-BELL

Yessum. He used to be an actor. He’s workin’ on directin’ a movie picture now.

MARY-LOU

We could talk to him about gittin you into his movie picture, Miss Kaylee. That is, iffin you WANT to do his movie picture. I know you busy and all...

KAYLEE

Of course I’d do a movie!! (catching herself) I mean, I am busy, but...Can you really talk to him for me??

LUCY-BELL



On one condition.

KAYLEE



What?

LUCY-BELL



You take Brutus and me to see Beverly Hills.

MARY-LOU



Wouldya be so kind, Miss Kaylee??

KAYLEE

(pauses)

That depends. Maybe. What’s your grandfather’s name? The director in Hollywood??

LUCY-BELL

Well, I call him Grandpappy Bobby. But his real name is Robert Di Nero. 
KAYLEE

(amazed)

Your grandfather is Robert Di Nero?? 

LUCY-BELL

Yessum. He’s a famous movie picture man. You hear-a him?

KAYLEE

Of course I’ve heard of him! You know what? You want to go to Beverly Hills, and I want to break into the movies. It’s a deal! I’ll take you shopping! We can go to Coach, Mark Wilson, Dolce and Gabbana... 

They START TO WALK OFF TOGETHER.

LUCY-BELL



They got a WalMart out in Beverly Hills??

KAYLEE



Ummm...well...not exactly...

ALL EXIT.
